
College of Pharmacy 
Expansion on Fast Track
The university’s long-awaited expansion to its College of 
Pharmacy is much closer to becoming a reality following 
the recent groundbreaking for the new Qatar Pharmacy 
Pavilion.  

The five-story, 60,000-square foot addition, which had 
been in the planning stage for several years, has been fast-
tracked thanks to a post-Katrina windfall grant of $12.5 
million from the middle eastern nation of Qatar. 

Groundbreaking for the addition was orchestrated to coin-
cide with Qatar Amir Sheikh Hamad Bin Khalifa Al-Thani’s 
visit to the United States to see the fruits of the $100 mil-
lion investment his nation has made towards the recovery 
of New Orleans and the other Gulf Coast regions devas-
tated by the 2005 storm.

The expected completion date for the new Pavilion is fall 
2009, at which time Xavier will have the capacity to sup-
port and maintain its strategic enrollment target of 650 
students, which represents a 34 percent increase in enroll-
ment since 2002. 

COP Dean Wayne Harris said the addition will not only help 
Xavier to sustain its enrollment but to drastically improve 
the overall quality of its academic programs, research en-
deavors and community health initiatives as well.

2008 Freshman Class for 
Fall 2008 Looking Solid

Projections for a fall 2008 freshman class of 800+  
students seem to be right on target.  

The XU Office of Admissions reports that several  
reliable indicators – applications received, acceptance 
deposits collected, and the level of participation in the 
University’s first-ever, early-summer freshman  
orientation for local students last month – all point to a 
healthy, steady growth in enrollment. 

That’s good news for the University, which had seen its 
first two pre-Katrina freshman classes come in at 447 
and 669. Although largely in line with realistic expecta-
tions in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina, the num-
bers were a far cry from the record freshman classes 
experienced just prior to the August 2005 storm.

“We are extremely pleased to be on target for enroll-
ment for a freshman class of more than 800 freshmen,” 
said Winston Brown, dean of admissions, whose office 
received nearly 3,500 applications for the freshman 
class.
